I.   Executive summary 

Retail trade stabilized in October, consolidating the increases of the previous four 

months. In September, the balance of payments continued to show a high net lending 

position with the rest of the world. Additionally, data on construction permits and 

mortgages confirm the upward trend in construction, while the slight decline in the 

average mortgage interest rate continues. 

In November, the European Commission’s Economic Sentiment Indicator improved 

slightly in Spain, as well as in the Euro Area as a whole. 

According to preliminary data, inflation rose to 2.4% year-on-year in November, a +0.6 

percentage point increase explained by energy prices, with this month’s rise 

compounded by a base effect due to the sharp drop experienced a year earlier. Core 

inflation decreased by -0.1 percentage points, to 2.4%. In the Euro Area, the headline 

inflation advance stands at 2.3% for November (2.8% for core inflation). 

Commodity prices show continued moderation in the price of extra virgin olive oil, while 

coffee continues to rise in price. In energy markets, oil remains below 75 dollars, and the 

wholesale price of gas continues to rise, although electricity has recently become 

cheaper due to wind power.
